Review of minutes of last meeting

Seeding, planting. and fertilizing
Annie related a conversation with Gordy around hydroseeding. Hydroseeding allows for less need for mulch. However, it requires large equipment, which may be too large for the park.

Dave Goodhouse volunteered to seed the park for free. He has a spreader, and he can do liming, seeding, and fertilizing. 

Annie will check with the Greenhouse regarding purchasing these products.

Plantings and trees
Jean suggested we start researching trees. We are looking for things that don’t grow quickly, and don’t drop a lot of fruit or seeds.

Jean suggested we contact Dig Safe now before we get too involved. 

Annie will talk to Dave Appleton regarding appropriate trees and prices for said trees. Lisa will do the same with Kris Blanchard, and Stephen with Henderson’s Tree Service. 

We are looking for a tree that does not get too tall (no more than 30 feet). Lisa suggested a spot on the side closest to Lucy’s but not too close to the road.

Stephen suggested that someone could go to the park and take pictures and measurements. 

Annie will explore where the well line goes for the library and the house next door. She will talk to Tony.

Propane tank
Prior to the meeting, Heather mentioned to Annie and Jean that the library is swapping out the propane tank, and it will take a large vehicle to do it. Annie will talk to Tony about this. This will not happen until 2021.
