Selectboard Meeting

April 13, 2020
UNAPPROVED
Meeting held and recorded with use of Zoom for public participation.
The meeting was called to order at 6:00pm.
Present at the Town Hall:  Robert Allen, Gordy Eastman, Jim Peplau and Mary Springer.  Attending by Zoom: Calista Brennan, Glen Towne, Ann Rubright, Jean Goldsborough, Esther Allen, Gary Vittum and Stephen D’Agostino.

Robert started the meeting by reading a script about remote public meeting.  He has been in touch with VLCT and they ruled that Zoom was a platform that could be used.

Robert started the meeting asking if there were changes to the agenda. No changes.
Minutes of the March 9, 2020 Selectboard meeting were approved as printed.
Treasurer’s Report: As of 3/31/2020, Expenses were $78,895.20, Revenue was $11,473.87 and the balance in Mascoma is $750,779.78. Delinquent taxes for 2018 and 2019 are $41,321.65.  Jim moved to approve and Gordy seconded.  Calista stated that a couple of delinquent tax accounts had been paid off and that scheduled payments are being received.  Report is accepted.  
Action Items:

A) Reading Health Officer Report Covid-19:  Mary stated that she gets updates from the State daily.  There are no reports available to any confirmed cases by towns, mostly because of HIPPA violations according to the State.  It is strongly recommended that all essential workers wear a mask.  Health care workers are being added by the State.  Jim asked that if anyone knows of any resident that needs help to please get in touch with a Selectboard member or Mary.  
B) Highways: Glen reported that they have been grading roads and the roads are drying up nicely.  They are looking to pull the road posted signs by the end of the week.  Glen will let the town office know so that the web site can be updated.  Glen said that St. Pierre in Charlestown is delivering gravel to the garage, since Cersosimos in Amsden is closed.  Esther asked about material costing more, it does cost more because of a delivery fee.  Robert said that there may be more Grants in Aid and Better Roads Grant money available but the facilitators of the grants don’t know when or how much yet.  Nothing new on the truck; garage may actually be closed. 
C) Resolution regarding 2nd Amendment of US constitution – Tabled in March:  Gordy gave a brief update on what this was and said that there was no new information.  The board decided to table indefinitely and will wait until more information is available before acting.
D) Appointment of Town Officials – Tabled in March:  Jim made a motion to re-appoint all individuals to their current positions.  Gordy seconded.  Stephen asked about the length of the term for Recreation Commission.  This will be a 3-year term.  The following positions were re-appointed: Planning Commission - Kathy Callen-Rondeau 5 year term, Memorial Day Administrator – Patrick McLean 1 year term, EC Fiber – John Malcolm, Bill Bakker and Gerry Marletta 1 year terms, Recreation Commission - Stephen D’Agostino 3 year term, Energy Coordinator – Kevin Kaija 1 year term, Tree Warden – Kristopher Blanchard 1 year term, SWCRPC – Kathy Callen-Rondeau 1 year term, and Solid Waste Mgmt. District Rep. – James Peplau 1 year term.
E) Elect Chair of the Selectboard – tabled in March:  Jim nominated Robert, Gordy seconded.  Robert was elected.
F) Other: Gary has been attending several conference calls weekly about the Covid-19.  He has ordered masks, gloves and gowns but hasn’t received any gowns so far.  There have been 4 calls in Reading, with no confirmed cases.  Gary said that Windsor Ambulance has been fantastic to work with.
