Review tasks from last meeting
Annie spoke with Dave Appleton. He referred Annie to Karen. She said that there are not a lot of trees to meet our requirements.
Options include crab apple tree, Black Island Plum. It is not a self-pollinator, so no fruit. Both get to 20 feet and are fairly quick growing. Karen also suggested birch, but they don’t grow fast and require more attention than the other trees.
Annie suggested dogwoods. They flower early but no one will be in the park at that time.
Cost of trees will between $120 to $200 each.
Nurseries we could look at include: Skyline and Woodbury in Springfield. Gardener’s Supply in Lebanon, Northern Nurseries on Route 5 in Hartland. Also Log Cabin in Claremont.
We will also determine from talking to nurseries when the best time to plant is.

Lisa emailed Kris, but hasn’t heard back. Stephen emailed Henderson’s, but hasn’t heard back. Annie contacted St. Lawrence Nursey in Pottsdam, NY. Hasn’t heard back. 

Annie talked to Scott about cost of lime, seed, and fertilizer. It will cost about $180-$200. 

If a tree costs $150 and we have a $500 from the grant, consider adding hydrangea trees or some other shrub to the line of where the lilacs are. We would like something that blooms later than lilacs.

Gordy will shape the land and Dave Goodhouse will take care of seeding and fertilizing. 

Park Design
Jean shared pictures of the space and we think that placing tree along the side of the house. We also think the rock wall would be nice in the corner to define the space where buildings come together.

Annie suggested some flowers for the perennial beds, included foxtail lilies. Other suggestions Echinacea, Shasta daisies. Clematis and honeysuckle for the trellis.

Daphne shrubs are blooming now. Lisa offered digging up some from her property. They are shade loving. 

We will all collect photos of signs that we think will look good for the park and share for the next meeting.
