Attendance: Kevin Barnes, Chair, Diane Moore, Treasurer, Chris Titus, Secretary
Visitor: Calista Brennan, Karl Hansen, Jane Cleveland

Meeting was called to order at 7:01 by Kevin Barnes. No changes to the agenda.

Presidents report:  Will be discussed in Old Business.

Secretary's Report:  Kevin made a motion to accept the minutes from the January 20, 2015 meeting as presented.  Diane seconds.  Motion passes.  Chris stated that thank you notes for the Talent Night have gone out.  The first draft of the letter to the Byrne Foundation was reviewed and suggestion were made to add more history of the Recreation Commission and Chris will work on that.

Treasure's Report: Diane reported that the "Rec" ledger has a balance of $276.46 and the "Friends & Neighbors Committee's" balance is $3,023.10.  An money market account was opened at Lake Sunapee Bank in the amount of $5,000.  Chris moves to accept the Treasurer's Report as presented.  Kevin seconded. Motion passes. Calista spoke to the mowing at Bartley field being over budget and that a new budget will not start until July 1st , 2015.  The cost is $50 per mowing and need to let Calista know if the current contracted person is going to continue to mow but the Rec would have to cover the cost.  Further discussion regarding this later on in the meeting.

Old Business
Talent Night was held on March 21 with 12 acts participating and about 100 attending.  Deadline for the Vermont Standard was missed this year for a press release and Diane suggested that WUHS be given a press release next year.

Easter Egg Hunt was held Saturday, April 4 at RES due to snow still on Bartley Field and inclement  weather.  The 55 participants had 1,290 stuffed eggs to gather.  Lots of positive feedback but of course outdoors is preferable.

A nice thank you note was received from the Mitchell family for the $200 donation.  Diane mentioned that they might need help with firewood.

Applications are available at the Town office and  on the town website for the  Paul Robbins Community Service Award.  It was also sent to the counseling office at WUHS.  Deadline is May 22 and the selection committee will review the applications and make a decision.  Diane opened a money market account.

Ducky Derby is on July 5th.  Still need to secure replacement ducks even if have to contact the company.  Need an idea for the grand prize and to start working on prizes.  Chris will redo the solicitation letter  to reflect the combination of the two groups and add the tax id number. Informer deadline is May 15th.  Kevin  & Ted had an insurance discussion in which Kevin assured Ted (Newhall Farm) that we were covered.  Need to contact JR Sanderson about setting up duck central for the parade and buy a new easy up. Tickets should be ready the first week of June for presales.

Bartley Field
	a)  Maintenance:  Kevin talked about the repair work to the water pump and toilet.  He will be able to do the work and if he has issues he will contact someone.  Still fence repairs to be done and removal of the stove.  Kevin may be able to the mowing until July but we will need to decide if the RFN Committee can give the Rec money to cover it with the Town's contracted service.
	b)  Need to create a wish list for items that residents can access to use, such as horseshoes, volleyball, and whiffleball etc.  Advertise "picnic packs" in the Informer.   

New Business
Lisa Kaija was not able to attend this meeting but provided information regarding usage of the Recreational Space behind the school.  In the grant application it is stated that several Dog's Night Out events would be hosted in this space. We agreed that we could help facilitate a meeting together to discuss dog use in this space.

Other Business
Karl Hansen and Jane Cleveland brought up the use of Bartley Field and to ask that the signs not allowing dogs on the field be taken down.  It was made clear again that this issue has been discussed many times and that the Recreation Commission has fulfilled  the requests of the Selectboard.  The Selectboard defined the use of field and approved the signs posted at the field and any further discussion needs to be had with the Selectboard.  Receptacles of any kind will not be put at the field, it is a take in, take out facility.

Diane made a motion to adjourn. Seconded by Chris. Meeting adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
