Stone bids: The team continues to inquire about/gather bids for the construction of stone wall(s) in Puddledock Park. 

If we don’t get the money from AARP, Tony suggested talking to Donna Martin about possibly acquiring the stones on her property in Felchville.

Since the committee is now a town group, we need to work with the town about how to best communicate decisions regarding the park. 

The committee needs clarification on how donations to the park need to be handled with the town. Though we do not have a budget supplied by the town, would the town handle the funds as it does for the Rec Commission? Similarly, the committee needs to determine the need for a treasurer? Is it a post we need to fill immediately or can we wait until we have money to handle and/or a budget from the town.
