Minutes from the last meeting were approved.

Members of the committee met with Elin Goetz to talk about the park plans. She is working on them, but we haven’t heard back from her recently. 

Stonework quotes: Tony received stonework quotes from Lulls Brook Landscaping. There was some confusion about the quote that Tony is trying to work out. 

From Brian Post, we received a ballpark figure from $100-$125 per linear foot unless we chose an out-of-the-ordinary stone. 

The team agrees that all the stone work and landscaping does not need to be completed at one time. 

Annie is interested in getting some plantings in the park, using containers such as the whiskey barrel planters. Heather said she may have some maple buckets we could use as planters. 

Dave Carbee is coming by on Wednesday to determine what it would take to put an access hole in the attic (by the window) for the cable for the Internet router. 

Jean reported that we have internet service through Sovernet/library collaboration. Tony noted that the state library organization supplies the equipment but does not allow individual libraries to add additional routers, etc. to the existing equipment. The state library board wants to help, but we need to use approved equipment.

Jean contacted Comcast regarding the existing service, which is provided for free, but is not being used. Using the Comcast service may be an alternative to adding equipment to the library’s state-owned equipment. 

Heather brought up the idea of having an inexpensive sign that we can place by the road to increase visibility/awareness of the park. 




External electrical outlet: Tony called Mill Brook Electric, but he never called back. Tony will call HB Electric to see if someone can come out. 

Fundraising ideas: Annie will talk to Bob about allowing people to use PDP for their use such as birthday parties, yard sales, are more. 

Stephen will check with the Rec Commission about turning 2 upcoming Puddledock Park Parties into fundraisers, one for the Rec, and one for the Green Spaces Committee.
