1.     Approved last month’s minutes

2.    Name change—We’ll start with an informal conversation with Robert Allen to
       determine why the Select Board might hesitate to change the name from
       “Reading Recreation Commission” to “Reading Parks and Recreation
       Commission”.
 
3.    Sustainable Woodstock duck use—They only lost two ducks, so Stephen
       returned their deposit and asked SW to make a donation. The derby route on the
       Ottauquechee was long and the water was deep.  Stephen said that their prizes
       were great, but attendance was lower than they expected due to rain.

4.   “Art in the Pavilion”—Happened every Wednesday in July and August except
       August 9.  Quite popular at the start, attendance dwindled in mid-August.  Needs
       to be better publicized and invite local artists or add music or a
       band or tour at the Hall Art Foundation and then artmaking. Libbet helped with
       potato printing on August 30.

5.    Produce Swap—We will continue through September and the first Friday in
        October (10/6) to coincide with the Hall Art Foundation’s “First Friday”. 
        Stephen will make a poster for a Perennial Swap on Sept. 21.  

6.     Fright Night planning—We will offer pizza (Ed from Pizza Lupo) and lemonade, 
         judges for the pumpkin carving, decorate the upstairs of the Town Hall with
         games, prizes for costumes and pumpkins (scariest, funniest, most original). 
         Prizes can be dollar store items, similar to what we put in eggs for the Reading
         Bunny Hop. 

         Stephen will put an ad in the Reading Informer.  Lisa will do publicity on the
         sandwich board in front of the Town Hall around Oct. 17. Lisa
         will ask Heather and Nina if they would be willing to judge the carved
         pumpkins with Stephen.  

         We have some Claremont Cycle Sport $20 gift cards for prizes.  We will all be on
         the lookout for appropriate prizes.  Games—Doughnut on a string, Bobbing for
         apples, Sawdust treasure hunt, Orange balloons with darts, Pumpkin golf, 
         Pumpkin cornhole, Polaroid camera and film ($50 for camera and
         $65 for 100 photos) corpse on table with things to feel.  We will ask Esther,
         Calista, Diane and Jim Bennett if they would like to participate again.

         
         If people live outside of the major trick-or-treating area in Felchville, they can
         set up their cars on the southern side of the Town Hall parking lot for “Trunk-
         or-Treating” and hand out candy from the trunks of their cars. “Trunk-or-Treat”
         hosts should arrive early enough to park in a row near the strip of grass on the
         south side of the parking lot.

7.     Tree Lighting—The Kaijas will donate a tree.  We may need the help of the Fire
        Dept. to install it and light it during the week of Nov. 27.  Friday, December 1 is
        the Tree Lighting and Saturday, December 2 is the Reading Historical Society
        Craft Fair. Joe will order a tree stand and lights.  Caroling will happen on
        the Winter Solstice which is Thursday, December 21.
