January 10, 2019

Attendees: Jane Philpin, Annie Rubright, Jean Goldsborough, Heather Evans, Stephen D’Agostino, Lisa Kaija

Last meeting’s minutes were reviewed and approved.

Wreath sale: The sale generated $154, which is the first money in the RGSC account. There was discussion of moving the wreath sale a week earlier or pre-sell wreaths that can be picked up on the day of the sale. Lisa also mentioned that she found a box of bows that we can decorate the wreaths with next year. 

Funding: Annie spoke with Bob Allen on the day of the meeting. The select board will get back to the committee on how much they will fund it. Bob also said the town does not like the idea of a stone wall and that we have to be careful about planting trees with regards to roots and the crown of the tree. Bob noted that people in town like the slab. Bob suggested that money could be made available on a project by project basis.

The committee will speak directly with the select board about our long-term, slow moving process of reworking the park. 

Next steps for Puddledock Park: It was agreed that grading is the first step in the work on the park. After grading, other work includes removal of the flagpole, plantings, removal of the slab, and later in 2019, possibly a sign.

Other fundraising ideas were discussed. They include a maple cook off or some such maple-themed event. Ideas discussed included hiring a magician, a hypnotist, or some other type of entertainment. Jean will look into the possibilities. The tentative date of the event is March 30. Annie will check to see if Robinson Hall is available. Time TBD.

Another fundraising idea that was discussed was the creation of a calendar or book with photos/art that are green related. Entries can be judged and winners will be included in the finished product. Money would be raised by selling the item. There was some concern about creating a calendar because we don’t want to compete with the fire squad’s calendar/fundraising.

Other fundraising ideas: Kids making a cookbook, Puddledock Park Potluck Party serving only green food, a treasure hunt that starts at Puddledock Park. Possibly get sponsors to help pay for this. 

Heather discussed an idea of having a structure on the property that can house books for a permanent book sale venue that can also double as a performance space in the summer and storage space in the winter. 

Lisa, Annie, and Stephen will produce examples of appeals letters for the next meeting
