Minutes from the September 11, 2018 were accepted.

Puddledock Park design: Lisa distributed Ellin Goetz’s Puddledock Park design, and the members discussed. Lisa also provided information from Garrett, who, along with some members of the committee, met with Ellin separately. The committee is generally in favor of the new design and is willing to work with this plan. 

The committee reviewed information about Ethan Westney who lives in Reading. He is looking for a Boy Scout Eagle project. The committee discussed various projects he and his troop can do, including removal of the slab. Annie will email Tony to say that the committee is interested in having Ethan do some work.

Ellin suggested the top 2/3rd of the park be flat and there be a slope of about two feet leading to the parking lot. The purpose of the slope is to help give the park some presence as someone walks into it. 

Annie wonders if we should consider an ornamental or flowering tree in place of the maples in the design. Lisa liked the idea of a larger tree that provides shade. We can consult with a tree specialist that would help us find trees that will serve the park best. 

The committee will send Elliin a thank you card for her work.

Fundraising for the park: Jean wants to make sure that the town is aware that we are working on raising funds for the park work. 

Suggestions for fundraising: 50/50 raffle, spring maple cook off, collecting funds at the Tree lighting, wreath sale, possibly in conjunction with Reading Greenhouse, winter carnival on the park, making the RGSC one of the beneficiaries of the winter concerts, a 10-minute film festival, showing a movie at the library (admission by donation).

Anything that might require a prize (cook off, snow sculptures at the winter carnival, 10-minute-film festival) the committee would seek donations or sponsorships.
