Selectboard Meeting

November 11, 2019
UNAPPROVED
The meeting was called to order at 6:02pm.
Present:  Robert Allen, Jim, Peplau, Gordy Eastman, Calista Brennan and Adam Kozlowski.
Robert started the meeting asking if there were changes to the agenda.  There were no changes.
Minutes of the October 14, 2019 Selectboard’s minutes were approved as printed. 
Treasurer’s Report: As of 10/31/19, Expenses were $93,094.48, Revenue was $1,643,375.52, and the balance in Mascoma is $2,072,524.60. Delinquent taxes for 2017, 2018 and 2019 are $96,883.68. Jim moved to approve and Gordy seconded.  Report is accepted.  Calista reported that the break down for delinquent taxes are 1 for 2017, 4 for 2018 and 35 for 2019, with some of 2019 being paid in full and a few payment plans set up.
Action Items:














A) Weld Cemetery Access:  Adam was here to ask if anything could be done about the ditch so that access would be easier for the lawn care company and any visitors.  Bob and Glen had met at the site and don’t think that a culvert can be installed due to ledge.  They think that getting rid of the turnout just north of the cemetery entrance would help and using that area as the entrance would work.  Adam gave a brief summary of what the commissioners had done this past year.
B) Highways:  Glen was not present.  Bob reported that the highway crew had been cleaning ditches of brush and downed trees from the storm on Halloween.  Jim stated that there are still a few ditches that need to be dug out.
C) Driveway Permit – Shawn Fahan: The permit was signed with conditions.
D) 2021 Better Roads Grant – Spear Cemetery Road Ditch: Bob stated that he was working with SWCRPC on a grant to stone line that ditch near the West Windsor Town line.
E) Liquor License – Keepers: The board signed the license.
F) 2020/2021 Budgets:  A note has been sent to Town groups requesting budget information to the Selectboard by Dec 6th.
G) Other: None
