Recording Secretary vacancy - The PC is looking for a recording secretary. The duties are to attend the monthly PC meeting and take minutes. The typed version must be submitted to the Town Clerk within five calendar days of the meeting. There is a stipend for attending the meeting and recording the minutes. Mail/email – The Commission discussed Act 86 that allows the recreational use of marijuana in Vermont. Robert Allen had forwarded an email from the Vermont League of Cities and Towns to the Commission detailing possible local concerns if Vermont decides to establish a retail market for marijuana.

SWCRPC News – Kathy was not present to report on the Regional Planning Commission.

Proposed amendment to the Sign Ordinance – The Commission voted (3-0) to approve the following amendment to the Zoning Ordinance: Section 5.1.2, Exceptions to Permitted Uses – “Monuments (and sculptures) that have a footprint smaller than 25 square feet and are no taller than 10 feet do not require zoning permits but must follow setbacks for the zone where they are located. Otherwise they are considered to be ‘accessory structures’ and require a permit. Lighting of the monument (sculpture) requires a Site Plan Review.” The Commission also approved (4-0) definitions for “monument”, “sculpture”, and “structure” to add to the Glossary of the Zoning Ordinance.

Town Plan Survey - The Commission continued to add to and edit the Survey that will aid the group in writing the Town Plan. They will review a final draft before sending it on to the SWCRPC to post online. The last survey from 2011 is available for public review on the town website. It is part of the current Town Plan.

Flood Hazard/River Corridor Regulations – Time ran out for a discussion of this item. It will be on the January Agenda.

Wildlife Travel Corridor – The Commission started a discussion of this item but postponed a complete discussion to January.
Next meeting - January 7, 2018 at 7pm.
