Review and accept minutes from last meeting: Minutes for the February meeting were approved.

Report from Ethan Westney regarding price on the benches and trellis: Ethan looked at prices for the wood for the projects he is proposing. 

For the trellis, white cedar would be around $200. Hemlock around $100. Pressure-treated wood $210. 
For the 6’ benches: Hemlock $130 White cedar: $475. Pressure treated:$129 
For the 4’ benches:  Hemlock: $99.94 White cedar: not mentioned. Pressure treated: $101
The whole amount for the 2 6’ benches, 1 4’ bench and the trellis would be about $580.
Ethan will fill out the BSA paperwork and submit. We will check in with Ethan at the next meeting. 

Maple Cook Off updates and further planning of the event: Sabrina is going to make maple pulled pork. 
People who enter the competition can vote, but don’t have to pay.
