1. Approve April Minutes—Approved unanimously.

2. Treasurer’s Report—We distributed $1650 from the Winter Concert series to three organizations—$550 each to Reading/WW Food Shelf, Reading Green Spaces Committee and the Ottauquechee Health Foundation. No official financial report this month.

3. Reading Safari recap—April 18, 2020. Very successful event with plenty of participation. It didn’t require much work on our part, but had an enormous payback in our opinion. We may do a second iteration in June or July, possibly a “reverse parade” with a patriotic theme. We would encourage people to design floats and decorate their vehicles or anything that might happen in a parade, but display them at their homes for people to drive around and enjoy.

4. Summer and Fall Planning/Contingency Plan—No Game Night in June. We would like to hold an impromptu gathering when the State of VT issues an “all-clear”. We will try to hold a Game Night on the third Friday in July, 7/17. We may try to hold five Puddledock Park parties in August and September (Ice Cream Social, Art in the Park, Concert, Smore’s Night and Movie Night). We will try to get one of the bands who didn’t get to play at the Winter Concert series to perform for the concert.

Reading Fall Fair and Ducky Derby may happen with limited prizes and possibly scarecrow contest, games, food vendors and entertainment.

5. Felchville Film Festival—We would like to give potential filmmakers at least a year’s notice, so we hope to announce our plans in September 2020. This is a festival, not a competition. We would let anyone submit a film, as long as they are under 10-minutes long and follow the guidelines we provide.  We’ll hopefully promote the event through the White River Indie Festival, Artistree, Pentangle and Springfield Cinema. We may ask filmmakers to include one current reference of some sort (dated newspaper, etc.) There will be written  guidelines and a pre-screening process of some sort. Gerry will look into the legal issues that might crop up as we think about copyrighted music, scripts, etc.
