SWCRPC News – Kathy reported that the regional planning commission (SWCRPC) is working on updating its Policies (insurance, personnel, etc.) and Controls (internal management of monies and grants, etc.). The organizations that are intending to purchase the old Goodyear plant in Windsor have applied to the SWCRPC for a grant to help clean up the contamination on the site.

Town Plan Survey – The Commission has started to review the online draft of the survey but members have been unable to track each other’s online comments on the draft. Kathy will contact the SWCRPC (who is putting the survey online for Reading) to sort out the problem. The PC hopes to approve the survey in June and open it to Reading residents and landowners shortly after that.

Town Plan Review – The Commission reviewed Town Plan Chapter 8, Economic Development (Steve’s responsibility) The group discussed changes to the list of businesses in town, the need for current employment and income data, and the value of the survey results to update the chapter.
