1. Review last meetings minutes
Minutes were reviewed and approved.

2. Plan decide where, how and when to obtain soil/materials to create and plant perennials
Annie will check with the Greenhouse to for soil or a soil compost mix. If not, Heather will call Britton Lumber to see if they have topsoil and Annie will call Dino Zampini.
It was decided that we would create a perennial bed from the new bench toward the road. It will be about 16’ x 3’.

We will add a hydrangea bush on the back right side in a bed that will eventually include flowers.
Lisa and Heather can donate a hostas.

3. Schedule work time to plant the perennials.
   This weekend, barring any big rainstorms members of the committee will work on digging out the perennial beds
Still waiting for Heidi Fielder to get back to us about stones for the border. 
If the bed is prepared, the Green Spaces Committee members will come down and plant on Monday the 20th. 

4 .Work on SIGN design and obtain quotes to complete the work 
** please come with some ideas for the park sign
Jean mentioned a sandwich board-like sign to advertise events. It would be a good way to raise awareness of things going on there.

Annie wondered if Carl would be able to make a sign for the park. We want the sign to be nice colors and kind of “funky”. If he cannot make a sign, we will inquire about Carl making a post for the sign.

For Vermont-based sign makers the committee will look at vermontsignworks.com, woodandwoodsigns.com and davecouchsigns.com. Other sign-makers welcome.

Lisa wondered if there was a vocation school that had students who could do it. 

Jean will put a post on FPF to ask if there is a local sign maker interested in helping out. 

We need to talk to Dave about how much room he needs to push the snow into the park when he plows. This will help us determine where to place the sign.

The library sign is 26” wide and 20” tall, but we would need something wider because “Puddledock” is a long word. The committee is considering adding “All are welcome” to the sign.

Once we have a design, we will need to get approval by the town.

We will need to get approval about the sign.

5. Continue researching/ sharing ideas for a tree to be planted this fall.

The committee will send pictures of what trees they like. Deadline July 23. 
Once we decide, Patti Collins said she can help us get the tree at Northern Nursery at a discount. 


6. Talk about a tree planting/Park celebration ceremony
Tree likely in September. Variegated willow, but root system is destructive. Dogwood is another option and perhaps better because it is local. 
September 19 tree planting party. September 20 rain date.

7. Other business
Jean suggested creating a “Friends of the Park” group who will help maintain the park, especially the flower beds by weeding and watering

Heather will talk to Carl about making a “poop bag dispenser” for dogs who bring their people to the park.
