The movies, and concert will have a limit of 50 people because people will be together in 1 place for a long time. People will need to RSVP. Because the ice cream social will be come and go, there is no need for a limit. Not sure about Art in the Park yet.

For the movie at the library, Tony will make popcorn. People can decide how comfortable they are eating it. They can bring their own snacks.

The Recreation Commission will advise people that they should stay with their trusted group of people. If they choose to mingle, they must wear a mask. Members of the Rec Commission will monitor mask wearing and remind people to wear them. However, we will not be removing people who do not comply.

Gerry and Matt will test the speakers at Bartley Field.

Gerry will contact the Claremont Parks Department about borrowing or renting their big outdoor screen. Lisa will contact Kedron Valley Inn for the same.

Stephen will contact the 2 bands who did not perform at the shortened Winter Concert Series (in the order they were supposed to appear) to see if they can play the concert

The Rec Commission will check with Tony on use of the bathroom at the library. As for the movie at Bartley Field, the Rec will open the bathroom, clean it, provide hand sanitizer, and monitor its use.
4. The state’s requirements for fairs and festivals is vague, but the Recreation Commission decided not to hold the Fall Fair. However, we will be holding the Ducky Derby on the last Sunday in September (27th)

Lisa will share the prize list from last year.

Understanding that local businesses may be feeling the crunch this year, the Rec Commission will seek in-kind donations (for example, stacking firewood, raking fall leaves, winterizing, etc.) as well as non-store bought gifts (egg subscription, cookie of the month).
