Said document must be dated and signed by the owner or their representative before the day and date set out by the Listers as the first day of Grievance Hearings.  The decision of the appeal will be rendered in writing within seven (7) days after the hearing.

Within 14 days after the date of notice thereof a person aggrieved by the final decision of the Listers under the provisions of section 4221 of this title, may appeal in writing there from to the Board of Civil Authority, by lodging his or her appeal with the Town Clerk, who shall record the same in the book containing the abstract of the individual lists.  The grounds upon which such appeal is based shall be briefly set forth (from 32 VSA section 4404(a)).

Should the taxpayer be unsatisfied with the decision of the Board of Civil Authority they may next appeal the assessment to the Director of Division of Property Valuation and Review or to the Vermont Superior Court within twenty-one (21) days after the date of the notice.
